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Entrance examination is conducted in the form of testing and is evaluated following the
100-point grading scale. The test is carried out in the English language. The test consists
of two parts. The first part consists of 25 questions, each correct answer is estimated at 2
points. The second part includes 5 questions with a short answer, each of which is rated
at 10 points.
